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In general, the values of landscape architecture lie in three broad areas: aesthetic,
ecological, and social. Landscape architecture is committed to enhancing human
experience, sustaining environmental quality, and establishing social equity. Just as
importantly, landscape architecture values the spiritually satisfying and
psychologically health-giving benefits of people’ s harmonious relationships with one
another and with their environment. More than anything else, landscape architecture values
a holistic approach to addressing utility, beauty, and health as complementary, not

competing interests.
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
